Raised in the British choral tradition, Andrew McAnerney is a versatile and
accomplished conductor, singer, educator and arranger. In addition to being Artistic
Director of the Cantata Singers of Ottawa (CSQ), he is director of the men and boys choir
at Christ Church Cathedral, artistic director of the Studio de musique ancienne de
Montréal and music director of the Anglican Chorale of Ottawa. He has taught at the
CAMMAC Music Centre and at the University of Moncton. He studied music at the
University of Oxford (Magdalen College).

Since his arrival in Canada in 2012, Andrew has conducted a range of choirs and
orchestras including Ensemble Caprice, Chamber Players of Canada, Elora Festival
Singers, Choeur Louisbourg, and La Rose des vents. In summer 2017, he codirected Sing
Ottawa en choeur, a collaboration led by CSO assembling over 70 choirs and a symphony
orchestra to celebrate Canada 150.

Other recent work has included a critically acclaimed CD of Lassus under the ATMA
label with the Studio, commissioning new works for Canada 150 and Montréal 375, a
project with Ici Musique exploring Abénaki music, and the modern premiere of a royal
birthday ode by William Boyce. Future plans include tours to the United Kingdom, South

The Cantata Singers of Ottawa (CSO) exist
to perform choral music to the highest
standards, to promote choral music in
Ottawa, and to support Canadian musical
talent, by commissioning Canadian
composers, engaging Canadian soloists
and by offering scholarships to young

Canadian singers.

Founded in 1964, the CSO have completed
53 seasons of concerts representing music
from all over the world, from the
Renaissance to the present day, including
performances by over 40 Canadian
composers. 2017 has been a particularly
busy year as CSO was the lead partner of
Sing Ottawa en choeur, a choral
celebration of Canada 150 that brought
together over 70 choirs and a symphony
orchestra. CSO also provided the singing
for the La Machine finale at Le Breton
flats in front of an audience of over 30,000

people.

CSO has performed at the National Arts
Centre annually since 1969. During 2017
CSO sang in Mozart’s Requiem and two
performances of Beethoven’s 9th
Symphony.

Shawn Potter, Pianist & Organist

Shawn Potter holds a master’s degree in organ performance from McGill University’s
Schulich School of Music, where he studied organ with Hans-Ola Ericsson and John
Grew, and harpsichord and continuo with Hank Knox. In 2013, Shawn won the Royal
Canadian College of Organists’ National Organ Competition (Godfrey Hewitt Prize).
Past engagements have included concerts at the RCCO National Convention (Winnipeg
and Kingston), the Tyska Kyrkan (Stockholm, Sweden), Organix (Toronto), Christ
Church Cathedral (Victoria), and the Montréal Bach Festival. In 2013-2014, he
performed a series of eight concerts comprising the complete organ works of Dieterich
Buxtehude.

Originally from Nova Scotia, Shawn graduated in 2010 with a bachelor’s degree in music
from Mount Allison University. He has held numerous grants and fellowships including a
Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council (SSHRC) grant, allowing him to
pursue a wide variety of interests, ranging from 17™ century North German repertoire to
the organ works of Olivier Messiaen. Shawn has held organ scholar positions in Montreal
at both Christ Church Cathedral and the church of St. John the Evangelist, and is
currently the Director of Music at First Baptist Church, Ottawa. Shawn maintains a busy
studio of piano and organ students.

Founded in 1958, Ottawa Children’s Choir (OCC) is dedicated to artistic
excellence, community connections and above all, the joy of singing. It
provides unique music education and training for children ages 9-15
through study, rehearsal and performance of choral repertoire.

The Ottawa Children’s Choir has a celebrated history of representing the
youth of Canada on many memorable occasions of national importance.
These include the Legion of Canada’s Remembrance Day Ceremony at
the National War Memorial for 45 consecutive years, the Senate of
Canada’s Annual Remembrance Ceremony, the annual ceremony
commemorating the Battle of the Atlantic and the National Child Day
celebrations. Each year the Ottawa Children’s Choir is a host choir at
Unisong, joining choirs from across Canada to sing at the National Arts
Centre on Canada Day.

The Chamber Choir performing today is directed by Jamie Loback.

Cathedral Brass / Les Cuivres de la Cathédrale

Cathedral Brass, who makes its home at Notre-Dame Cathedral Basilica, is one of Ottawa's
premiere brass ensembles. This chamber group has been a prominent feature of the Ottawa-
Gatineau musical scene for several decades, with its latest contemporary revival in 2013 under the
direction of the Ottawa Symphony Orchestra's Principal Trumpet, Travis Mandel.

Cathedral Brass offers a vast selection of music in two forms: a Renaissance group comprised of
two trumpets, two trombones and timpani; and a standard brass quintet that features two
trumpets, horn, trombone and bass trombone. This versatile ensemble performs 10 concerts per
year and often appears on stage with some of Ottawa's finest choral ensembles, most notably the
Cantata Singers of Ottawa, the University of Ottawa Choir, le Choeur classique de I'Outaouais, the
Cathedral Choir as well as the vocal ensembles of Le Centre d'excellence artistique de I'Ontario.

Cathedral Brass is now 10 members strong and features musicians from the Band of the Governor
General's Foot Guards, the Central Band of the Canadian Armed Forces and the Ottawa Symphony
Orchestra.

Les Cuivres de la Cathédrale, groupe rattaché a la basilique-cathédrale Notre-Dame, est |'un des
ensembles de cuivres prééminents d'Ottawa. Ce groupe de chambre fait partie de la scéne
musicale a Ottawa-Gatineau depuis plusieurs décennies, et a connu son plus récent
renouvellement en 2013 sous la direction de Travis Mandel, trompette solo de I'Orchestre
symphonique d'Ottawa.

Les Cuivres de la Cathédrale proposent un vaste répertoire sous deux formes différentes : un
groupe de la Renaissance constitué de deux trompettes, deux trombones et timbales; et un
quintette de cuivres constitué de deux trompettes, un cor, un trombone et un trombone basse. Cet
